Are thin cutting wheels really safe? 
They certainly are, as a new test has shown.

New results for revision of the 
"EN 12413" standard

Thin, resin bonded cutting wheels are a very popular
product and are already a standard feature of the ran-
ge of various oSa® members. The BGIA (BG institute for
occupational safety and health) ran tests to investigate
the lateral stability under load of thin cutting wheels 
of various manufacturers to find out more about the
safety of these products.

A total of 340 cutting wheels with thicknesses ranging
between 0.8 and 2.0 mm and diameters of 115 to 230 mm
were tested. The tested wheels achieved results which
were sometimes considerably above the stipulated 
minimum values required for single point lateral loads.
Detailed test results were submitted to the companies
which participated in the test.  

The bottom line of the tests: Today's thin cutting
wheels can be manufactured with methods which 
make them safe to use.

Only oSa® products have the offi-
cial approval of the Ministry of the
Economy, Finance and Industry in
France.
The decree, which applies to
rough grinding and cutting wheels
as well as diamond cutters, is mo-
nitored by the market regulatory
authorities. These check all out-
lets to ensure that abrasive pro-
ducts are correctly marked. Viola-
tion is punishable immediately on
the spot with a fine of 1,500 euros
in each case. The French abrasives
association has now informed all
traders and importers that they
should only sell oSa® products.

ANSI mark improves chances
on the market

French decree now strictly 
implemented

The level of recognition of pro-
ducts with the oSa® label is in-
creasing. The label can be found
on all major markets, especially in
the United States. The only pro-
blem is that valid EN standards
are almost unknown in North
America. oSa® now accommodates
the wishes of members selling ab-
rasives on this market to include
the ANSI mark on oSa® products.
Under certain conditions an addi-
tional ANSI label is now possible.
The corresponding instructions
can be downloaded from the oSa®

website. The manufacturer is, 
however, personally liable for
compliance with ANSI regulations
and tests according to ANSI.

Revision of the standard became necessary due to changing field conditions and technical 
further development. Discussion in various bodies such as associations, national standards
committees or the FEPA already started two years ago.
The decisive and last international agreement was reached at the meeting CEN/TC143/WG2 on
11 and 12 May 2005 in Berlin, and important safety standards for abrasive products of bonded
abrasive materials have now been defined and the standard EN 12413 has been revised. The
revised standard is expected to be available at the end of 2005.

How to proceed if you discover 

a case of violation of the oSa®

label.

1. Secure a sample

Please make sure you obtain a
sample of the respective product.
Document the case with a photo-
graph and state where and when
you discovered the counterfeit or
the case came to light. 

Important note:

The deadlines for applying for an
injunction varies from country to
country. In Germany, for example,
an application must be submitted
within one month of discovery of
the case.

2. Name and contact date

Please state the name and 
contact data of the company or
the person connected with the 
trademark violation (manufacturer
or customer). We need at least a
fax number or e-mail address if
the company is unknown.

3. Information on other 

involved parties

If, for example, you come across
trademark violation in a manufac-
turing works, please try to find
out on the spot who the customer
is. Information on the country
where the product is sold, the to-
tal quantities and other involved
parties is very helpful.  

4. Information on witnesses

Are witnesses available for 
statement? 
Please quote these with name and
company address, phone number
or e-mail.

Warnings often not possible

The option of enquiring whether the violating company is
entitled to use the trademark or sending a warning let-

ter with a notice of abandonment is often difficult, 
as sometimes no detailed information on the

company named on the wheel can be found. 
In addition there is often no contact person

available. In this case an attempt should
be made to confiscate the complete

consignment.  

Resolute action at calculable prices

As the costs of border confiscati-
on are normally very high and im-
plementation time-consuming,
we recommend proceeding in
collaboration with oSa®. This
applies in particular if not only
the oSa® label is faked, but 
also the protected member
trademark. In this case the
oSa® is able to assign the

rights to its own trademark to
the oSa® member so that the company can do everything to proceed under its own name
against the counterfeit. The advantage is that the lawyers of the member company and the
oSa® do not have to confer.

If the lawyer of the oSa® member prepares the assignment agreement, the entire process can
be accelerated. The oSa® lawyer then only checks and confirms proceedings. Assignment is 
limited to the current case of trademark violation. Signed agreements then set a precedent
and can be used as reference for similar incidents in the future.

Example of an oSa® member company 

In April 2005 legal proceedings were instituted on the basis of counterfeit abrasive products
which were being sold on Polish bargain markets. The tools were marked with the oSa® label.
As the trademark of the member company was not protected, there was no basis for legal
proceedings against violation of the company trademark. It was therefore only possible to 
institute proceedings against the violation of the oSa® trademark.
